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The Agricultural Code s t a t e s  i n  Section 65.5; "The Comissioner sha l l  
compile reports  of the condition, acreage, production and value of the 
agr icu l tura l  products of h i s  county. The Commissioner may publish 
such reports  and sha l l  transmit a copy thereof t o  the Xrector ."  

Insofar a s  possible, the  acreage represents "net planted" and the value 
of a l l  crops a r e  f .  o. b. basis - not what the farmer receive2. It is 
intended t h a t  a l l  re turns  sha l l  mean income t o  Tulare County and thus 
include the cost  of picking, haul-ing, packing and otherwise p r e p r i n g  
f o r  delivery a t  the  point of packing. This report  i s  a s  nearly accurate, 
a s  i s  possible f o r  us  t o  make it, on account of the many and varied 
sources of our information.
