Insofar a s  possible, the  acreage represents "net plantedn and the 
value of a l l  crops i s  f,o.b, basis - not what the farmer received. While 
t h i s  i s  income t o  Tulare County, t he  cos t  of producing, picking, hauling, 
packing and otherwise preparing f o r  market i s  deducted from these f igures ,  
and does not necessari ly show the f i nanc ia l  benef i ts  t h a t  the farmer receives 
from any given commodity. 

The information i n  t h i s  report  i s  from many and varied sources and 
i s  a s  accurate a s  i s  possible. C u r  e n t i r e  staff ass i s ted  i n  the  compilation 
of these figures,  a l s o  we a re  indebted t o  the many individuals and organiza- 
t ions  f o r  t h e i r  help and cooperation i n  making avai lable  t o  t h i s  department 
t he i r  records and informt ion .
